Before you start...

Before you can create a PDF you must set up your Mac or PC to be able to create a print-ready PDF. To � nd 
our how to do this, download our �Getting Artwork Ready for Print� guide from our website at http://www.
repropoint.com/downloadcentre. Once this has been completed, you should be to create a print-ready PDF 
from your artwork.

Some of the settings you need to choose during this process will be determined by how your print-ready 
PDF � le will be printed;in other words is it Litho, Small Format printing or Wide Format printing? To establish 
whether or not your artwork it setup to successfully create a print-ready PDF, download our �Getting Artwork 
Ready for Print� guidelines from the download centre on our website.

Step 1

Click on the File menu

Select Adobe PDF Presets

Select the appropriate PDF preset  
 for your artwork
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Step 2

Name your PDF � le

Designate where you would like 
to save the PDF � le to. By default 
InDesign will place it in the same 
folder as the original artwork

The Adobe Creative Suite 2 which includes applications such as InDesign and Illustrator contains the only 
PDF export � lter that is able to create clean, print-ready PDF � les. 
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Using Repropoint�s default PDF 
presets, the PDF will be set up 
correctly to create a successful 
print-ready PDF.

 Wide_format_colour InD CS.pdfs
This joboption is based on the ISO certi� ed PDF/X-1a Adobe preset. Set up for all wide 
format colour artwork it will create the smallest � le size possible without detriment to the 
image quality.

 Small_format_colour InD CS.pdfs
This joboption is based on the ISO certi� ed PDF/X-1a Adobe preset. It has been set up to 
achieve the smallest � les sizes by using jpeg compression whilst maintaining the highest 
image quality to the human eye when printing to a digital printer or press

 Litho InD CS.pdfs 
This joboption is based on the ISO certi� ed PDF/X-1a Adobe preset. It is set up to 
achieve the smallest � les sizes by using compression whilst maintaining the highest 
image quality for output to � lm.
